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Preface

This book is an attempt to show how a story that was started
long ago, I suppose by me and I can’t remember if somebody told
me or Ijust made it up. It goes something like this:

Chapter One - Two Words

This short chapter will deal with two very important words:
rationalization (or rationalize), and treason. Now depending on
which dictionary you look at as you look up rationalization or
rationalize, it's generally accepted to mean: to bend or modify one’s
conclusion for one’s purpose. Some will find it and it will say
‘change’ some will find that it means “alter’ but what it means to me

is an excuse ‘to do do, or, to not do something.’

Traitor (or treason): ‘to defile one’s assets. To go against one’s
own. To deceive. To lie, To destroy.” It all depends on the dictionary
that you happen to have. You'll probably find 1,452 other
definitions in the dictionary. You see, rationalize and treason are
words with meanings like: - “If we could have” - “Why, why didn’t
things work out?” There are few words in the english language that
have meaning. We know their meaning, but these 2 words have a
life in the abstract. Rationalize and Treason are TWO such words.
And when you start using one of these words in your life, when it
comes to things of import, you tread on the other. As we journey

through this book we are going to deal with these two words.

Be wary (Beware) as you read on /go with me because we all
have concepts of ourselves that may not stand the test of the trek we

are about to go on.






Chapter Two - God

What on Earth would a book like this have to do with God?

Let me explain.

You see, we rationalize God. (Huh? “No!” I hear you say.

)
Well, actually, yes.

There was a time when God was God...to us. But as time
moved forward, and as we have grown intellectually, God has been
rationalized. It is not uncommon to hear someone say “God, as
YOU know Him to be.” Hmm...that don’t sound right.

But you know, you must go back a little further because there's
another phrase - ‘God, as you believe him to be.” Let's go back. It
starts a while back. A while ago, I believe, as we grew intellectually,
probably one of the great God rationalization moments (and I hate
to say it) was in the 60’s when everything from the baby boomers
happened.

Now our parents, although they were not perfect, there was a
certain order. They were slow to change. Things were exploding all
around and there was one lingering problem, God. Oh yeah, God.
People didn’t know whether God was kinda into free love. People
didn’t know if God was kinda into drugs or LSD,or the lifestyle of
the hippies and the yippies. Well, this could not stand. This could



not be and all of a sudden the Eleventh Commandment was broken

in earnest:
“Thou shalt not rationalize”

And for the first time, noticeably, outwardly, we started
hearing things like “God is a God of love.” “God wouldn’t send us
to Hell. God is a God of Peace.” Then all of a sudden some people
wanted God to permit drugs. Some people wanted him to permit
drinking, some people wanted him to permit promiscuousness.
Some just wanted God to go away. And we rationalized what we
thought God needed to be, fit what felt good for us and we just
rationalized that puppy away.

Several years after that, religion started a rebirth. There were
guys like Jimmy Swaggart and the likes. The moral majority,
religion and christianity came back to life but now it had stepped in
the world of politics in a big way. You see, in the 60’s it was a time
to remove politics and when the moral majority era came it was
time to put it back. Sounds good. Sounds like a way to fix ‘thou
shalt not rationalize’ because we can put Him back. But then there
was (Christian) television and there was powerful radio ministries
and satellite TV and all of a sudden there was a price to get to God.
You kind of had to put a nickel in the drum, if you know what I

mean.

And once again ‘thou shalt not rationalize’ and Lord knows
‘thou shalt not rationalize’...well, you better be careful when you
start rationalizing with God, ‘cause here we went again. The slick
preachers and pastors, caught wind of this new desire to get faith
back because truly people were looking for something. Baby
boomers were growing old. That’s a hell of a note; “You're gonna
die.” Many lived all that time skirting on the edge, rationalizing,
you know, God, love, peace, dope...whatever. And when you get a
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little older, you start the realization that you might be meeting him

sooner than later and there was a genuine interest to reconnect.

Oh, we brought God back, but you see ‘thou
shalt not rationalize’ but we did we rationalized him right back into
our lives except this group: “God, he loves everybody!

“Well God doesn't love everybody and he minds that you kill
babies, (abortion).” And then this group said: “Whichever way you

are, God still loves you and you're till gonna go to heaven.”

People of our generation sought their way back into religion
and God, rationalizing first that they need to find a Church that best
fits their lifestyle and so off they went.

Well, I'll be.

“Thou shalt not rationalize’ and ‘thou shalt not rationalize’ I
would say especially about God...remember rationalization is one of

those words that just has a life of it's own.

Now we talk about health care,. It's a modern day event in
politics. Well, what's that got to do with God? I'll tell you what it
has to do with God...it seems as though a discussion is, “Well, do
we want government health care? Because if we want government
healthcare, then dang, some bureaucrat will determine when we
reach a certain age, whether we will get a certain medicine. You see?

We rationalize.



This brings to mind a story about the Indians. You see, as the
Indians aged and they moved from their winter ground from their
summer hunt, it was not uncommon for the old people knowing it
was their time, to stay behind. And, they knew. They knew they
could no longer be of any practical use to the tribe when the journey
from one hunting ground to another became apparent that they
were a liability. Many times the old, would stay behind and they
practiced a type of ‘death.” They would literally sit down where
they were left in the cold by the hut and they would just keep
taking short breaths and hyperventilating until they screwed up
there respiratory system and they passed out, cutting off the oxygen
to the brian and of course they died. Now, some died just because a
bear came and ate ‘em, or maybe a wolf. They knew their time was

done.

We are worried about it in health care. How many of us said,
as a grandparent or a great grandparent, that they have got so old
that most of their friends have gone, or in some cases ALL of their
friends died (while they are still living.) Now, they have a right to
live. And truly they do. As long as they enjoy seeing a baby bird
hatch in the spring, so long as they enjoy a good conversation.
That’s life. Maybe it wasn't their life when they were young. Maybe
it wasn’t even as they got old. But maybe when they got older they
enjoyed those things like meeting new friends. But then, most of us
have come upon it, the brain deteriorates and they can’t walk. They
cant talk then can’t.. do whatever, fill in the blank. Maybe their
minds still there or maybe it's even gone. But we cannot bare the
thought of them leaving. So with modern medicine we are able to
prolong life. Now again, I am not talking about the life that's worth
living, I'm talking about the life that we rationalize, you see ‘thou
shalt not rationalize” and we have modern chemicals, modern drugs
that can keep the body going when the brain is gone. They are here.
They will never come back. The best they’ll ever be is what they are
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but we rationalize that we want to live. The truth is folks. We don’t
want to say goodbye and we rationalize God right out of the
picture. When it's time, it’s time.

But we rationalized God right out of it. We're so sophisticated
that we’re not even as smart as the old Indians who didn’t know
nothin’. Didn’t have phones. didn't have computers.
Rationalization. We rationalized God right out of life. God chooses
when the brain goes. But you say, “God invented the drugs...” You
see, here we go rationalizing: God invented drugs that even though
the brain is dead we can keep the body alive...technically. it’s
breathing on a machine or we can induce a coma or we can give
them chemical and drugs that put them in an incredible stupor

instead if letting them go and be with God. We rationalize.

Oh, don’t worry. We rationalize that God can’t be in a school.
God can’t be in a public building because see, somebody took a
letter. Just a stupid letter that was written long ago, not in the
constitution, separating Church and State. It was in a letter. But we
rationalize that is what the constitution means, therefore we too, let
God be taught or prayer be said. We violate the constitution and the
constitutional rights of those people that do not believe in ‘God or
God as we know it’. So we rationalize “I don’t like that, I'm a
Christian and I don’t like that!” but we rationalize that there’s
nothing we can do about it. And somebody tells us that’s the way it
is and we rationalize: “Good! Well we don’t have to worry about it
anymore! They looked at it. The supreme court looked at it. The
politicians looked at it so, you know... so, God, hey bud, we were
for you...you know that don’t you?”

But once again ‘thou shalt not rationalize” but we rationalized
him right out of our lives. Yeah. ‘thou shalt not rationalize” One day

I promise you all we will all find out what God is. Not what we



thought him to be. Not what we believed him to be. We will find
out what God is and there will be no rationalizing at that point.

In case you're wondering, we’ve even rationalized whether if
God is God. Muslims: they believe in Islam, they believe in Allah,
Mohammed, that's God, Buddhists believe in Buddha, so he’s
God...it’s just one religion one after another, after another, after
another... We rationalize “Well, we can’t let people teach
Christianity because we don’t want to offend other religions.” and
so we rationalize God out forever and we even rationalize God to
some other entity or being. Well, one day, I assure you, believe me:
we will find out, not only what God is, who God is but we’ll find
out which God is.



Chapter Three - Politicians

Oh, I believe somewhere in the annals of time ‘thou shalt not
rationalize’” was actually created specifically for politicians. You see,
politicians are a different bred of specie. Lower than the belly of a
snake less dependable than a two headed dragon and generally

worthless.

But, they come to us and they say “WE, represent YOU.” Now
this goes back a few years as well. Actually this goes back to the
beginning of this country. You see since the beginning of thus
nation it is not uncommon that we had two parties which was a
carry over, even though we did start a new form of Government, we
were still kind of hanging in there with the British rule. With out
going into history ad nauseam, you can books and read it for

yourself.

Lets fast forward to recent history. Politicians used to run on
the basis of offending the least number of people. They did that.
Why? Because they knew that they better not make you mad. You
might have not liked what they voted on or what they did or did
not do. But, as long as you just didn’t hate them then we the
American people rationalized “Well, maybe...maybe he’s like an old
bird dog: every once in a while he wets on the floor but you just
have to get the paper and roll it up and whop him.”

And generally they were, ours. Now don’t get me wrong. At all
levels they were just human (there we go rationalizing again). Now
it's okay that they’re just human, but what gets you just a little bit is
that they profess to be good and honorable. They establish right and
wrong in many cases therefore they are, they were, they should be,
the honorable, above reproach. ‘Thou shalt not rationalize” and we
made the mistake of rationalizing; “I don’t like him very much” and
“I don’t like the other very much either” but, I've got to pick one so
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therefore...and when you start saying ‘therefore’ you might confuse
‘therefore’ with ‘thou shalt not’” because when you say ‘therefore’
you're saying ‘thou shalt not’” and you ought to get the rest of the
little commandment rhyme there...’rationalize’. So, we rationalize

their existent and their staying.
Politicians look at it from the other side:

“Well, Yes I told all these people that I would do this, that or
the other for them but the problem is if I don’t compromise (you
see, they call rationalization, compromise)..okay look, I've told them
I'would do this...but if I don’t back of it and make a deal so to speak.
Make a deal for me...you know, then they won’t get anything.” So

they rationalize, it thus:

“Okay, okay, I give in on 10% of the stuff I promised. If I don’t
give in on that 10% I won't get to stay here, and If I don’t get to stay
here, they wouldn’t get any of the 90% I DID promise them. So it’s
best to give up on 10% but be able to deliver to my people 90%”

However, once you start rationalizing it goes down hill quick

“Well, is it worth 10% so that I can get the 90% for my people?
Well, is it worth giving up 20% so I can get 80% for my people. If I
wasn’t here, they wouldn’t get none of what they want. Well...is it
worth 50%? At least if I gave up 50% of what I promised them I'd
do at least they’d get 50%.”

“Thou shalt not rationalize.” It's a sin and today they do it like
it’s no sin at all. They develop words like commody which means
‘to get along’ as the art of compromise. Nobody gets all of what
they want therefore everybody gets some of what they want. But if
you're not careful once you start (which is why God told us, ‘thou
shalt not rationalize’)...once a politician starts, it's over. It's over

because it is a sin and once you start sinning we believe all you've
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got to do is go to God (here we go back to God again) and ask him
to forgive you and he’ll forgive you. Hey! Kings ‘X’! He forgot it.
Seems simple enough. Politicians, they believe they can go to God
and he’ll forgive them for lying like a dog. Politicians know people
will have to rationalize because there is no perfect candidate that is
a politician. The ones that they worry about are just regular people
such as those that might get in the race and might get accepted by
the media to the point to where people might find out they're
regular people. Those are the people that you've got to watch if

you're a politician.

But once you start down the slippery slope of the sin of
rationalization as a politician, as with us in life, it's once of those
sins that you've got to watch out. It sounds simple to avoid but once

you touch it you're stuck and it's down hill from then on.
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Chapter Four - Finally the word Traitor

Well it had to be that chapter four had to follow chapter three.
It had to. Because we all believe that we KNOW a traitor. We all
know the great traitor. We all know people that history has taught
us were traitors, but traitors committing treason? Never, ever. But
this had to follow politicians because you see, politicians walk on
that slippery slope that, not only do they betray the people who
elected them and to whom they are to serve, but one of the first acts
of a politician, once getting office, is that of being sworn in. Some

offices less than others, some offices more than others.

We will deal with the national ones. When they are sworn in,
not only do they swear to report and respond to the people that
elected them. Not only do they do that buy they swear another oath:
To protect and support the Constitution. Oh....now it’s one thing to
lie to a bunch of people. Well, it sounds bad...and is bad but when
you go lying to people, that’s lying to people and the more people
you lie to, the more you are just a liar and then you rationalize well

you do things because you need money to run. To get money to run
and it’s too hard. I mean, it's ridiculous to run around to little
people and try to get a dollar from a thousand people. Why on earth
would you do that when you get one person to give you a million
dollars? And then, instead of having to be nice to a million people to
get a million dollars, you only got to be nice to one. That's the only
person you owe anything to. And if what that person wants in
return for your vote is really good for that person but is bad for the
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country, the constitution and our way of life then, now, Oh Lordy!

rationalization becomes treason. Treason.

We've even rationalized THAT away. You see, it used to be
that if you were a traitor or committed treason against one’s country
you were hung or shot. Well, we have mellowed that. Look, if we
can rationalize away GOD to some lesser status then, hey,
rationalizing down treason to a misdemeanor should be no
challenge and therefore treason is committed. And when treason is
committed it is done by traitors and we have one institution, one
organization, one group of people that as I walk, and that as I
breathe (and if you deny it, you have committed the sin of
rationalizing) in America today that is destroying the Constitution
and, ere-to, destroying our way of life. Ere-to, that IS treason and

the treasonous group is, politicians.
But, ‘thou shalt not rationalize’

And come election day we as Americans don’t pay a hoot and
a tinkers dam generally to the politicians, until something is hurting
us or something of our interests, and then we notice, and then they
lie to us.

So if rationalization is truly one of the eleven commandments
and therefore a big time sin, then do not we sin when we rationalize
that our politician is better than the alternative. We then take their
traitorous acts and we accommodate them, and we, each one of us

become traitors ourselves.
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Chapter Five - God, Country, Family

Most historians remember originally when our Forefathers set
up standards by which this nation would be metered or measured
or marked. They thought about it, all being that they were thinkers.
They were blazing a new trail. Never before had it been taken. But
they had learned lessons. They had indeed. You see, once those
people in this country (at the time when the revolution to free us
Great Britain and the King) met certain things that they had to run
into. Now here again, going back to God, now that we have
rationalized him out, it’s kind of hard for us to even think of this
one but they did have deep belief, a faith in God. ‘Seemed to have a
better description of him. ‘Seemed to have a better understanding of
him but now of course they didn’t have telephone, computers, TV
and twenty-four hour news. But they seemed to have a fundamental
understanding of God and they knew that he was the Creator, and
they knew if God was the creator then he created all things and
therefore he was the giver of all things and so when they set on a
quest to break the chains that were unbearable they sought the
guidance of God and the blessing of God for their journey.

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Chapter Six - Unions

Oh, Unions are going to play a big part of our lives that are
coming. I shall not talk about them long for there is no need to beat
the dead and dying anymore than is necessary. See, here I go

rationalizing again.

Our generation was the recipient of something that had been
created by our parents and grandparents and that was, there was a
time when the industrial world and the bosses and the big
companies and the little company’s were just abusive and terrible to
the worker. Our people gathered and formed Unions. Unions
fought their way into existence and they earned their right to be and
to be accepted and to stand for something. I remember when “Look

for the Union Label” meant something.

But, our generation just can’t seem to touch anything that it we
just don’t rationalize right on out of the woods because you see by
getting in a job and by getting with a Union, and paying your Union
dues the Union leaders would take care of us and therefore we
would be safe.

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Just so we are clear, I could rationalize my way out of it and
say “Hey, there are people in the Union that if they hear this they
won’t tell nobody to buy the book so nobody’s going to buy the
book so I would rationalize that I ought not to say nothing to them”

No. Then, you see, I would carry the torch from them and I
would touch and taste THEIR treason THEIR fruit. There’s nothing
wring with people that have organized but our generation came
and it just kept going and going, going up and up and up, as if there
were no limit.

We all want what we want and we all
rationalize even the Elderly: “Oh we’ve got to have have...because if
they don’t this then medicaid will go broke and we won’t get our
